Age Limits:  Senior Competitors must obtain the minimum age of 60 years within the year of the Championship. Junior Competitors must be 18 years and under within the calendar year of the Championship. Date of Birth must be shown on the Entry Form and proof of age must be shown immediately on request, for all events with age restriction

All contestants MUST ensure they have a current Bowls BC Card which must be presented 

to the  Tournament Director, on request.

No member(s) may enter a Major Bowls BC Championship if they have won a Major   Bowls 

BC  Championship (i.e.  Singles – Pairs – Fours).

Rules and Conditions of Play are listed in the Provincial Guide Lines on Bowls BC Web Site.

Every person entering a Provincial Championship must:

(A) Be a Permanent Resident of BC as of 1st. January of the current year. 

(B) Be a Canadian Citizen, or hold a Permanent Resident Card.

(C) Have a current Club Membership Card. (D) be a Member of good standing.

All participants must wear clean, appropriate and well maintained clothing so as to 

represent an appearance in keeping with the conduct of a Provincial Championship. The 

preferred colour is white, however  the wearing of coloured shirts/blouses and 

trousers/shorts/skirts is permitted providing the length of various items remain tasteful.

Should a team wear colours then all members of that team same colours and style of 

clothing.

Red Shirts are reserved for Umpires.

The PGD may notify any entry of a concern with regard to dress and the entry will be 

obligated to improve appearance before commencing the next match, failing which, 

Disciplinary action could be taken.

The wearing of BLUE coloured denim is not permitted.
